We
will have a table setting just outside the church office entrance. We will monitor the table during
those times. If those times do not work for you, please contact the church office by 11:30 a.m.
on Friday.

Again, we want to remind you to be diligent to wash your hands regularly, do not touch your
face, and limit social interactions and contact. We will continue to offer Bible studies
throughout this time of disruption to our WindSong family.
